ORDIXANCE 

to provide for the development of areas benefited by irrigation projects in the State .f 
Kerala. 

Preamble.—WHEREA5 it is expedient to make provision for comprehensive 
and systematic development of the areas in which lands benefited by irri-
gation projects are situated and for matters incidental thereto; 

AND WHEREAS the Kerala Command Areas Development Ordinance, 
1985 (1 of 1985) was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 11th 
day of January, 1985 for the above purposes; 

AND WHEREAs' a Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the 
Legislature could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative 
Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 
6th day of March, 1985 and ended on the 11th day of April, 1985; 

AND WHEREAS under sub-clause (a) of clause (2) of article 213 of the 
Constitution of India, the said Ordinance will cedse to operate on the 17th 
day of April, 1985; 

AND WHEREAS difficulties will arise if the provisions of the said 
Ordinance are not kept alive; 

AND WHEREAS the Legislative Asembly of the State of Kerala is not in 
session and the Governor of Kerala is satisfied that circumstances exist which 
render it necessary for him to take immediate action; 

AND WHEREAS instructions from the President have been obtained in 
pursuance of the proviso to clause (I) of article 213 of the Constitution of 
Jndia 

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (1) of 
article 213 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Kerala is pleased to 
promulgate the following Ordinance:- 
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CHAPTER I 

Preliminary 

1. Short title, extent and commencement.—( 1) This Ordinance may be 
called the Kerala Command Areas Development Ordinance, 1985. 

It extends to the whole of th'e State of Kerala. - 

It shall be deemed to have come into force on the 11th day of 
January, 1985. 

2. Definitions.—In this Ordinance, unless the context otherwise requires,- 

"Authority" means a Command Area Development Authority 
constituted under section 3; 

"agricultural labourer" means a person who does not hold any 
land whether as owner or tenant or mortgagee with possession and whose 
principal means of livelihood is manual labour on land; 

"command area", in relation to one or more irrigation project 
or projects means such area as may be notified by the Government, comprising, 
among other lands, lands benefited by such irrigation project or projects; 

"comprehensive development", in relation to a command area, 
includes,- 

bringing the land records up-to-date for land survey and map-
ping with aerial photographs; 

conservation of land and water; 

construction of field channels with related structures; 

construction of field drains with related structures; 

land shaping, including grading; levelling, bunding and the like; 

realignment of field boundaries and rectangularisation of plots 
under a pipe-outlet or under an adjacent pipe-outlet for efficient farm manage-
nient; 	 - 

lining of field channels with suitable material to prevent seeS-
page of water; 

construction and upgrading of 4yacut roads with related struc-
tures; 

grouping of small holdings in a continuous area nearer the out-
let and larger ones farther away; 

other ancillary measures to avoid wastage of water and prevent 
water-logging, salinity, alkalinity and the like; 

conjunctive use of surface and ground water for multiple crop-
ing and proper utilisation of available water resources; 
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(1) allround development on the farm in the areas pertaining to 
agricultute, horticulture, sericulture, farm forestry, animal husbandry, fishe-
ries, communication, agrobased industry and co-operation; 

(5) "credit agency" means,- 

a banking company as defined in the Banking Regulations Act, 
1949 (Central Act 10 of 1949); 

the State Bank of India constituted under the State Bank of 

	

India Act, 1955 (Central Act 23 of 1955); 	

01 a subsidiary bank as defined in the State Bank of India (Sub. 
sidiary Banks) Act, 1959 (Central Act 38 of 1959); 

a corresponding new bank constituted under the Banking 
Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970 (Central 
ActS of 1970) or the Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Under-
takings) Act, 1980 (Central Act 40 of 1980); 

a Regional Rural Bank established under the Regional Rural 
Banks Act, 1976 (Central Act 21 of 1976); 

the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development 
established under the National Bank for Agricultural and Rural Development 
Act, 1981 (Central Act 61 of 1981); 

the Agricultural Finance Corporation Limited, a company 
incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956 (Central Act 1 of 1956); 

a co-operative society registered or deemed to be registered 
under the Kerala Cooperative Societies Act, 1969 (21 of 1969); and 

any other financial institution notified by the Government 
as a credit agency for the purposes of this Act; 

	

(6) "distribution system" includes,— 	 a 
all main canals, branch canals, distributories, sub-disulbutories 

and channels between head works and field channels constructed for the 
supply and distribution of water for. irrigation; 

all works, structures and appliances connected with the distri-
bution of water for irrigation; 

all field channels and farm channels and related structures 
under a pipe-outlet; 

(7) "drainage system" jncludes,---- 

channels either natural or artificial for the discharge of wast 
or surplus water and all works connected therewith or ancillary thereto; 

all connecting drains and tiaiti ârains to drain •ff surplus 
water; 



(c) all field drains and related structures under a pipe-outlet; 

() "farm channel" means a small channel formed within a holding 
to spread the water evenly to ensure effective water use; 

(9) "field channel" means a regulated water-course having a capa-
city to irrigate lands not ordinarily exceeding forty hectares constructed by 
the Government and maintained by the beneficiaries or by any other agency 
on their behalf to receive supply of water from a pipe out-let;

(10) "field drain" means a. channel excavated and maintained by 

the landholder or by any other agency on his behalf to discharge waste or 
surplus water from the landholding under a pipe-outlet; 

(11) "ineligible person" means a person not eligible for ordinary 
land development loans and belonging to any of the following categories, 
namely:- 

minors without guardians; 

farmers occupying Government lands which have not been 
assigned to them or Government lands assigned but which shall revert 
to Government in case the assignee mortgages the same; 

farmers occupying lands alienated by women prior to the 
coming into force of the Hindu Succession Act, 1956 (Central Act 30 of 1956); 

perons holding lands exceeding the ceiling area under the 
Kerala Land Reforms Act, 1963 (1 of 1964); 

landholders unable to get loan from any credit agency because 
of overdues which are to be cleared before obtaining any loan for further 
capital investment; and 

farmers who are unwilling to apply for land development 
loans; 

(12) "irrigation system under a pipe-outlet" includes the field 

P 
channels, field drains: and farm channels with all the related structures 
thereto; 

(13) "and-holder" means a person in actual possession of the land 
whether as an owner or as a tenant pr sub-tenant or as a mortgagee in pos-
session or as a licensee or otherwise and includes a person who is likely to 
be benefited by any development work under this Act and the expression 
"land-holding" shall be construed as land held by a landholder; 

(14) "member" means member of an Authority; 

(15) "pip&outlet" means an opening or contrivance canstructed 
by the State Government in an irrigation system through which water is 
delivered at the periphery of a block of land the extent of which ordinarily 
d.es not exceed forty hectares; 

(16) "Scheduled Cast&? and "Scheduled Tribes" shall have tie 
meaxings respectively assigned to them in the Constitution of India. 



CHAPTER II 

Establishment and Constitution of Authorities 

Constitution of Authority.—(1) As SOOfl as may be after the c.a-
mencement of this Ordinance, the Government may, by notification in the 
Gazette, constitute an Authority for the development of each command 
area. 

(2) The Authority shall be a body corporate by the name 
am- mand Are4 Development Authority of .......... having perpetual succes-

sion and a common seal with power, subject to the provisions of this Ordinance, 
to acquire, hold and dispose of property both movable and immovable and 
to contract and shall by the said name sue and be sued. 

Composition of the Authority.—(I) The Authority shall consist of the 
following members, namely:- 

ten farmers, of whom one shall be a member of a Scheduled 
Caste or a Scheduled Tribe to be nominated by the Government; 

representatives of credit agencies, one from each of the Revenue 
Districts in which the command area lies, to be nominated by the Government; 

the Director of Agriculture; 

the Chief Engineer of each of the concerned irrigation projects 
or where there is no Chief Engineer for the project, Superintending Engineer 
in charge of each of the concerned irriation projects; 

the Registrar of Co-operative Sbcieties; 

a representative of the Kerala Agricultural University to be 
nominated by the Government; 

the Secretary to Government, Finance Department; 

the Collectors of the Revenue Districts in which the com-
mand area lies; 

the Director of Economics and Statistics; 

the Executive Director, Centre for Water Resources Develop-
ment and Management, Calicut; 

• 	(k) the Chief Hydrogeologist; 

(1) the Secretary in charge of Command Area Development; 

(m) the Water Management Specialist. 

(2) The Secretary in charge of the Command Area Development 
shall be the Chairman and the Water Management Specialist shall be the 
Secretary of the Authority. 
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5. Disqualfication for membership .f Mthority.—(l) A person shall be 
disqualified for being nominated as, and for being, a member- 

if he has been convicted and sentenced to imprisonment for 
an offence which, in the opinion of the Government, invoLves moral turpi-
tude; or 

if he is of unsound mind and is so declared by a competent 
court; or 

4, 	(c) if he is an undischarged insolvent; or 

if he has been removed or dismissed from the service of the 
Central Government or the Government of Kerala or a corporation owned 
or controlled by the Central Government or the Government of Kerala or 
from the membership of the Authority; or 

if he has directly or indirectly, by himself or by his partner, 
any share or interçst in any work done by the order of the Authority or in 
any contract or employment with or under or by or on behalf of the Authority; 
or 

if he is employed as a legal pracdtioner on behalf of the Autho-
thy or accepts employment as legal practitiouer against the Authority. 

(2) A person shall not be disqualified under cluse (e) of sub-section (1) 
or be deemed to have any share or interest in any contract or employ-
ment within the meaning of the said clause, by reason only of his having a 
share or interest in any newspaper in which any advertisement relating 
to the affairs of the Authority is inserted. 

6. Terms of office and conditions of service.—(l) Notwithstanding any-
thing contained in section 7, the nominated members shall hold office during 
the pleasure of the Government and their conditions of strvice shall be such 
as may be prescribed by rules. 

• - 	(2) Subject to the provisions of sub-section (1), the nominated 
members shall hold office for three years from the date of -nomination, but 
they shall be eligible for re-nomination. 

(3) Any nominated member may at any time resign his office by 
a letter of resignation addressed to the Government: 

Provided that tie resignation shall net take effeet until it is accepted. 

7. Removal of member.—( 1) The GovernMent may remove a nomi-
nated member, if he,- 

becomes subject to any of the disqualifications specified 
section 5; or 

refuses to act or bccenes incapaMe of acting; or 

/ 



- without obtaining leave of absence from the Authority, absests 
from three consecutive meetings of the Authority; or 

in the opinion of the Government, has so abused his position 
as to render his continuance as member detrimental to the interest of the 
Authority. 

(2) No order of removal of a nominated member under sub-section (1) 
shall be made unless such member has been given an opportunity of making 
representation against his removal. 

Casudi vacancies.—( 1) Any casual vacancy caused by resignation 
of a member or by any other reason may be filled by the Government by 
nomination and the person so nominated shall hold office for the remaining 
period for which the member in whose place he is nominated would have 
held office. 

(2) No act or proceeding of the Authority shall be invalidated merely 
by reason of any vacancy in, or any defect in the constitution of, the Authority 
or any irregularity in the procedure of the Authority not affecting the merits 
of the case. 

Meetings of Authority.—( 1) The Authority shall meet at least once 
in three months ordinarily at the office of the Authority or at such other place - 
as the Chairman may decide and shall, subject to the provisions of sub-sections 
(2),(3) and (4), observe such procedure in regard to the transaction of business 
at its meetings as may be prescribed by regulations. 

The Chairmanor in his absence any member chosen by the mem-
bers present from among themselves shall preside at a meeting of the Authority. 

If any member, being the representative of the Kerala Agricultural 
University, or an officer of the Government (other than the Chairman of the 
Authority), is unable to attend any meeting of the Authority, he may nnder 
intimation to the Chairman authorise his immediate subordinate officer in 
writing to attend the meeting. 

All questions at a meeting of the Authority shalt be decided by a 
majority of the votes of the members present and voting and, in the ease of an 
equality of votes, the Chairman or, in his absence, the member presiding sh 11 
have a second or casting vote. 

The quorum for a meeting of the Authority shall be lye. 

The Authority may associate with itself, in such manner and for 
such purposes as may be prescribed by regulations, any person whose assis-
tance or advice it may desire in the performance of any of its functions under 
the Ordinance, and the persons so associated shall have the right to take 
part in the meetings of the Authority relating to that purpose but shall not be 
entitled to vote. 	 - 



- 	CHAPTER III 

Funétions of Authority 

10. Functions of Authoritj—The authority shall have the following 
functions, -namely:— 	 - 

(a) formulation and implementation of schemes for the comprehensive 
development of the command area; 

3 	(b) prevention of land erosion and water-logging; - 

(c) improvement of soil fertility and regulation of cropping pattern; 

- 	(d) ensuring the efficient maintenance of field channels and field. 
drains by the farmers within the command area; 

localisation and delocalisation of lands for various crops; 

ensuring supplies of all inputs and services; 

promotion and setting up of rural growth centres for integrated 
development of the command area; 

development of marketing, processing and storage facilities and 
adequate communication system; 

arranging for credit facilities to the farmers and artisans; 

organising agricultural co-operatives and associations; 

construction of field channels and connected drains; 

(1) ensuring the formation of farm channels and drains and also 
necessary land development works within individual holdings; 

(in) borrowing and lcnding money necessary for the due dischage of 

P its functions; 

(n5 conjuncti* use of surface and ground water; 

(o)setting up agricultural demonstration farms and promoting exten-
sion activities; 

ensuring that the beneficiaries form users' associations and attend 
to equitable water distribution in each unit referred to in section34; 

acqtiisition, possession or disposal of property, both movable and 
immovable, for the development of the command area; and 	- 

such other functions, not inconsistent with the provisions of this 
Ordinance, as may be prescribed by rules. 	 -

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CHAPTER IV 

Administrator and Other Officers 

11. Administrator and other officers.—( 1) The Government shall, by 
notification in the Gazette, appoint the following officers to assist the Authority 
in the discharge of its functions under this Ordinance, namely:- 

an officer of the State Government, of or above the grade of 
Joint Secretary to Government or Additional Director of Agriculture or Addi-
tional Registrar of Co-operative Societies or Superintending Engineer in th 
Public Works Department, as the Administrator of the Authority who shall, 
subject to the general superintendeqce and control of the Authority, be the 
Chief Executive Officer of the Authority and shall exercise and discharge such 
powers and duties as may be prescribed by rules or delegated to him by the 
Authority; 

an officer of the Agriculture Department, not below the rank 
of Joint Director of Agriculture, as the Development Officer (Agriculture); 

an officer of the Public Works Department, not below the rank 
of a Superintending Engineer, as the Development Officer (Engineering); 

an officer of the Co-operative Department, not below the rank 
of Joint Registrar of Co-operative Societies, as the Development Offièer 
(Co-operation); 

an officer of the Soil Conservation Unit of the Agriculture 
Department, not below the rank of the Joint Director, as the Development 
Officer (Soil Conservation); 

an officer of the Finance Department, not below the rank of 
Deputy Secretary, as the Chief Accounts Officer; 

an officer of the Department of Economics and Statistics, not 
below the rank of Deputy Director, as the Evaluation Officer; and 

the Water Management Specialist of the Authority concerned. 

The Development Officers, the Chief Accounts Officer and the 
Evaluation. Officer shall be subordinate to the Administrator and shall exercise 
such powers and discharge such duties as may be assigned to them by the 
Administrator. 

Subject to such rules as may be prescribed, the Authority may 
appoint such other officers and employees as it may deem necessary for the 
efficient discharge of its functions. 

The terms and conditions of service of the officers specified in 
sub-section (1) and the officers and employees appointed under sub-section (3) 
shall be such as may be prescribed by rules. 



12. Preparation of scheme.—( 1) Every Authority shall 
scheme for the comprehensive development of the command 
phase thereof in such manner as may be prescribed by rules.

the cost involved in the scheme as well as in each phase thereof; 

the charges or dues to be levied on the beneficiaries; and 

such other matters and particulars as may be prescribed by rules. 

(3) The authority may also, from time to time, make and take up any 
new or additional schemes in the command area. 

(41 The scheme shall provide for the payment of compensation to any 
affected land-holder for the reduction in the extent of his holding consequent 
on the implementation of the scheme and for recovery of compensation from 

J any other land-holder who is benefited in getting more extent of land under 
the scheme. 	- 

(5) The amount of compensation payable under sub-section (4) shall 
be determined in accordance with the provisions of the law relating to land 
acquisition for the time being in force: 

Provided that nothing in this sub-section shall preclude the determination 
of the amount of compensation by agreement with the benefited or affected 
land-holder and thereupon the amount so determined shall be the amount 
to be recovered from or to be paid to such benefited or affected land-holder, 
as the case may be. - 

13. Publication of scheme.— (1) When a scheme has been prepared under 
section 12, the Authority shall publish the same in the Gazette along with 
a ciotice inviting objections and suggestions, if any, to the schethe from all 
persons likely to be affected thereby before the date specified in the notice. 
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CHAPTER VI 

Localisation of Command Areas and Regulation 

on Cropping Pattern 

17. Poic.ier to spec jfy  principles of localisation.—( 1) The Government 
may, having regard to the resources of land and water, nature of soil, 
climate and other technical considerations, by order, speci!y for each 
command area, the principles of localisation for the purpose of irrigation. 

(2) The Government may, having regard to the advancement in 
technology of land and water management and other agronomic pracitices, 
by order, alter, from time to time, the principles of localisation so specified 
for any command area. - 

18. Classification of lands for raising different crops according to availability 
of water.—(l) Subject to such directions as may be issued from time to time 
by the Government, the Authority or any officer authorised by the Authority 
may, in any year, having regard to the quantity of water available in any 
irrigation system within its jurisdiction, by order, classify, within such time 
and in such manner as may be prescribed by rules, lands included in the 
irrigation system under a pipe-outlet for the purpose of raising such kind 
of crops under such pipe-outlet as may be specifiel in the order to regulate 
the supply of water for irrigation. 

Whenever the Authority is satisfied that for, the better cultivation 
of land and the optimum utilisation of water resources of an irrigation system 
under a pipe-outlet or for accelerated land development or for any other 
reasons it is expedient in public interest so to do, the Authority may, by 
notification in the Gazette, specify the cropping pattern; the period of sowing, 
the duration of crop and the kinds of crops that shall not be grown on any 
land under such irrigation system under a pipe-outlet. 

On publication of a notification under sub-section (?) no person 
shall grow or allow to grow any prohibited crop on any land under 
the irrigation system under a pipe-outlet and no person shall sow or plant 
or allow the sQwing or planting of any other crop at any time other than 
during the period, or allow such crop to remain beyond the duration, speci-
fied in respect thereof in such notification. 

19. Stoppage of water supply.—The supply of water to any land which 
is entitled to such supply under section 17 or section 18 shall not be stopped 
except- 

when and so long as it is necessary to stop such supply for 
the purpose of executing any work ordered by the Authority; - 

whenever and so long as any field channel by which such sup-
ply is received, is not maintained in such repair as to prevent the wasteful 
escape of water thereof; 
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c) whenever and so long as it is necessary to do so in order to 
supply in rotation the legitimate demands of land-holders entitled to water; 

whenever and so long as it may be necessary to do so in order 
to prevent the wastage or the misuse of water; 

within the periods fixed from time to time by the Authority, 
of which due notice shall be given; and 

S
(f) whenever there is diminution in the supply of water in the 

irrigation work due to any natural or seasonal causes and so long as it is 
necessary to do so. 

CHAPTER VII 

Credit Facilities 

20. Credit facilities for ineligible persons for development of lands.—(l) For 
taking up land development and other works mentioned in sub-clause (a) 
of clause (3) of section 15 in the lands in the possession of ineligible persons, 
the Authority may raise loans on their behalf from a credit agency on such 
terms and conditions as may be mutually agreed upon between the Authority 
and the credit agency concerned for the purpose - of meeting the cost of 
carrying out such development as may be provided for in the scheme: 

Provided that the loans so raised shall be deemed to have been raised 
with the consent of the ineligible persons concerned. 

Explanation.—Subject to such rules as may be made in this behalf, the 
cost of land development for the purpose of this section includes such cost 

P 
of survey, supervision and any other amount as may be determined by the 
Authority. 

Notwithstanding anything contained in any law for the time 
being in force, theloan referred to in sub-section (1) shall be a first charge 
on the lands in the possession of the ineligible persons concerned. 

The amount to be recovered from each ineligible person shall 
be the entire cost of work carried out in his land and the same shall be re-
covered with interest at such rate and in such number of annual instalments 
as may be fixed by the Authority and if not recovered in the usual course 
shall be recovered as arrears of public revenue due on land. 

The Authority shall be liable to repay the loan borrowed under 
sub-section (1) from the credit agency in accordance with the terms and 
conditions of repayment as agreed upon at the time of borrowing. 
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21. AlteratIons of extent or boundaries of mortgaged land under the apjiroved 
schemes for land development—Where on the implementation of the scheme 
for comprehensive ] and development, the extent or the boundaries of any 
mortgaged land gets altered such altered land shall alone form the substi-
tuted security for the loan. 

CHAPTER VIII 

Finance, Accounts and Audit 

22. Funds of Authority.—( 1) The Authority shall have and maintain 
a separate revolving fund to which shall be credited- 

all moneys received by the Authority from the Government 
by way of grants, loans, advances or otherwise; 

grant-in-aid and loans made available by the Central Govern-
ment for developmental activities in the command area under the Central 
Sector Schemes; 

any other funds provided for taking up any of the various 
development activities for specified programmes; 

loans raised by the Authority from credit agencies; and 

all other funds received by the Authority from any other source. 

(2) The fund shall be utilised for the purpose of this Ordinance in 
such manner as may be prescribed by rules. 

23. Budget of Author4y.—The Authority shall prepare in such form 
and at such time every year as may be prescribed by rules, a budget for 
the next financial year showing estimated receipts and expenditure of the 
Authority in respect of the administration of this Ordinance, and sha 
forward to the Government or such other authority as may be prescribed 
rules, such number of copies thereof as may be so prescribed. 

24'. Accounts and audit.—(l) The Authority shall maintain true and 
proper accounts And other relevant records and prepare an annual statement 
of accounts including the balance sheet in such form as may be prescribed 
by rules. 

(2) The accounts of the Authority shall be subject to audit annually 
by the Accountant General, Kerala and the accounts as certified by the 
Accountant General together with the audit report thereof shall be forwarded 
annually to the Government. 

25. Annual report.— The Authority shall prepare for every year a 
report of its activities under this Ordinance during that year and submit 
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the report to the Government in such form and on or before such date as 
may be prescribed by rules, and the Government shall cause the same to be 
laid before the Legislative Assembly. 

CHAPtER IX 

Offences and Penalties 

26. Penalties.—(l) Whoever, voluntarily or without proper authority,- 

damages, alters, enlarges, or obstructs any irrigation system 
under a pipe-outlet; 

interferes with, increases, or diminishes the water supply in, or 
the flow of water from, through, over or under any irrigation system under a 
pipe-outlet 

being responsible for maintenance of the irrigation system under 
a pipe-outlet, neglects to take proper precautions for the prevention of wastage 
of the water thereof or interferes with the authorised distribution of water 
therefrom or uses water in an unauthorised manner or in such manner as to 
cause damage to the adjacent land-holding; 

corrupts or fouls the water of any irrigation system under a 
pipe-outlet so as to render it less fit for the purpose for which it is ordinarily 
used; 

destroys, defaces or removes any level marks or watergauge or 
any other work or sign fixed by the Authority or a public servant; 

opens, shuts or obstructs or attempts to open, shut or obstruct, 
any sluices, outlet or any other similar contrivance in any irrigation systeth 
under a pipe-outlet or drainage system; 

uses water unlawfully or unauthorisedly or agrees or allows to 
grow any crop in contravention of any notification under this Ordinance, 
shall, on conviction, be punished with imprisonment for a term which may 
extend to two years or with fine which shall not be less than one thousand 
rupees but which may extend to five thousand rupees, or with both: 

Provided that in the case of a continuing offence, a fine not exceeding one 
hundred rupees per day shall also be imposed during the period of the continu-
ance of the offence. 

(2) The Authority shall have the power to remove the obstruction or 
repair the damage to structure in the irrigation system and the cost thereof shall 
be recoverable as arrears of public revenue due on land from the persons 
specified in sub-section (1).

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27. Liability when person using water unautharisedly cannot be found.—( 1) if 
water supplied through a field channel is used in any unauthorised manner 
and if the person by whose act or negligence such use has occurred cannot be 
found after such inquiry as the Authority may deem sufficient, the Authority 
shall, after giving not less than one month's notice to the holders and occupiers 
of all lands benefited thereby and after hearing their representations, if any, 
make an order for the recovery of such charges as may be prescribed by regula-
tions for such use from such holders and occupiers in such proportion as it may 
deem fit. 

(2) All charges for the unauthorised use of water determined under 
sub-section (1) shall be recoverable as arrears of public revenue due on land. 

28. Abetment of qffences.—Whoever abets any offence punishable by or 
under this Ordinance or attempts to commit any such offence, shall be punished 
with the penalty provided by this Ordinance for committing such offence. 

29. Punishment under other laws not barred—Nothing in this Ordinance 
shall prevent any person from being prosecuted and punished under any other 
law for the time being in force for any act or omission made punishable by or 
under this Ordinance: 

Provided that no person shall be prosecuted and punished for the same 
offence more than once. 

30. Offewes under this Ordinance to be cognisable.—Nolwithstanding any-
thing contained in the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (Central Act 2 of 
1974) all offences under this Ordinance shall be cognisable. 

31. Power to remove and take into custody person obstructing.—Any officer or 
authority in charge of or employed in respect of any irrigation system under a 
pipe-outlet may remove from the land or any building thereon or take into 
custody without a warrant and forthwith hand over to a police officer in-
charge of the nearest police station, any person, who in his views,- 

wilfully damages, alters, enlarges or obstructs any irrigation system 
under a pipe-outlet; or 

without proper authority interferes with the supply or flow of 
water in or from any irrigation system under a pipe-outlet so as to endanger, 
damage or render less useful such irrigation system under a pipe-outlet: 

Provided that the person so taken into custody shall be produced before 
the nearest Magistrate within a period of twenty-four hours excluding the time 
necessary for the journey from the place of arrest to the court of the Magistrate 
and no such person shall be detained in custody beyond the said period without 
the authority of a Magistrate. 

32. Payment offine as reward to informant.—( 1) Whenever any person is 
sentenced to fine under this Ordinance, the court which imposes such fine, or 
which confirms in appeal or revcion a sentence of such fine, or a sentence of

which such fine forms a part, may direct that the whole or part of such fine may 
be paid by way of reward to any person who gave information leading to the 
dection of such offence or to the conviction of the offender. 

(2) If any such fine is ordered to be paid as reward by a court whose 
decision is subject to appeal the amount ordered to be so paid shall not be paid 
until the period prescribed for presentation of the appeal has elapsed, or if an 
appeal is preferred, until after the disposal of the appeal. 

Composition of offences.—( 1) Any officer authorised by the authority 

. may accept from any person who has committed, or in respect of whom a 
reasonable belief can he inferred that he has committed an offence punishable 
under this Ordinance, a sum of money not exceeding two hundred rupees by 
way of composition of such offence. 

• 	 (2) On payment of such sum of money the said person if in custody 
shall be released and no further proceedings shall be taken against him in regard 
to the offence so compounded. 

CHAPTER X 

Miscellaneous 

Formation of units.—All lands comprised in a command area under 
a pipe-outlet shall normally form a single unit but in exceptional eases the 
land comprised in the command area under two or more pipe-outlets shall 
also form a single unit for the purpose of,- 

comprehensive land development; and 

maintenance and upkeep of irrigation system under a pipe-outlet. 

# 35. Power to enter, survey etc.—Any Development Officer or any other 
officer authorised by the Authority in this behalf, with or without assistance

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• Provided that if the Development Officer proposes to enter into any 
enclosed premises, he shall give the occupier of such enclosed premises at least 
a day's notice in writing of his intention to do so, if the occupier denies etry 
on oral request. 

Charge 1eviable.—The Authority may levy and collect charges for 
the maintenance and repairs of irrigation channels or drain channels froiii 
the beneficiaries where maintenance of such channels is done by the Authority. 

Fees for servzce.—The Authority may charge such fees as may be 	'! 

prescribed by rules for rendering any service to any person. 

Members of Authority and members of staff of Authority to be public .ser-
vants.—Members of the Authority and the members of the staff of the Autho-
rity shall, while acting or purporthig to act in pursuance of any of the provi-
sions of this Ordinance or the rules or regulations made thereunder, be deemed 
to be public servants within the meaning of section 21 of the Indian Penal 
Code, 1860 (Central Act 45 of 1860). 

Protection of action taken in good faith.—No suit, prosecution or other 
legal proceedings shall lie against the Government, the Authority or the Chair-
man or any other member of the Authority or any officer or servant of the 
Government or of the Authority for anything which is in good faith done or 
purported or intended to be done in pursuance of this Ordinance or any rule 
or regulation made thereunder. 

Recovery of dues as arrears of public revenue due on laud.--if any sum due 
to be paid by any landholder under sub-section (2) of section 16 has not been 
paid within the time prescribed for such payment, it shall be recoverable with 
interest at such rates as may be prescribed by rules in' the same manner as 
arrears of public revenue due on land. 

0/fences by companies—(1) Where an offence punishable under this 
Ordinance has been committed by a company, every person who at the time 
the offence was committed was in charge of, and was responsible to, the com-
pany for the conduct of the business of the company, as well as the company, 
shall be deemed to be guilty of the offence and shall be liable to be proceeded 
against and punished accordingly: 

Provided that nothing contained in this sub-section shall render any 
such person liable to any punishment if he proves that the offence was com-
mitted without his knowledge or that he had exercised all due diligence to 
prevent the commission of such offence. 

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1), where 
any offence under this Ordinance has been committed by a company, and 
it is proved that the offence has been committed with the consent or conni-
vance oç or is attributable to any neglect on the eart of, any director, manager, 
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secretary or other officer of the company, such director, manager, 
secretary or other officer shall be deemed to be guilty of that offence and shall 
be liable to be proceeded against and pu ished accordingly. 

Explanation.—For the purposes of this section,- 

"company" means any body corporate and includes a firm or 
other association of individuals; and 

"director" in relation to a firm, means a partner in the firm. 

401 42. Bar of jurisdiction.—No civil court shall have jurisdiction to enter-
tain any suit or proceeding in respect of any matter which the Governmeitt or 
the Authority or any officer is empowered by or under this Ordinance to 
do or determine and no injunction shall be granted by any court or other 
authority in respect of any action taken or to be taken in pursuance of any 
power conferred by or under this Ordinance. 

Power to summon and examine witnesses.—Any officer empowered under 
this Ordinance to conduct any enquiry may exercise such powers connected 
with the summoning and examining of the witnesses and the production of 
documents as are conferred on a civil court by the Code of Civil Procedure, 
1908 (.Central Act 5 of 1908) and any such enquiry shall be deemed to be a 
judicial proceeding. 

Revision.—(l) The Government may, either suo-motu at any time 
or on an application made within such period as may be prescribed by rules 
by any person interested, call for and examine the records of any decision or 
order passed or proceeding taken under this Ordinance by any Authority or 
officer subordinate to it for the purpose of satisfying themselves as to the lega-
lity or propriety or regularity of such decision or order or proceeding and 
if, in any case, it appears to them that any such decision, order or proceed-
i rig should be modified, annulled, reversed or remitted . for reconsideration, 
it may pass an order accordingly: 

Provided that no order adversely affecting any person shall be passed 
under this sub-section unless such person has been given an opportunity of 
making a representation.

Every rule made under this Ordinance shall be laid as soon as 
may be after it is made before the Legislative Assembly while it is in session 
for a total period of fourteen days which may be comprised in one session or 
intwo successive sessions, and if, before the expiry of the session in which 
it is so laid or the session immediately following, the Legislative Assembly 
makes any modification in the rule or decides that the rule should not be

Authority shall be guided by such directions and instructions as may be given 
to it by the Government. 

Act to over-ride other lows.—( 1) The provisions of this Ordinance 
and rules made thereunder shall have effect notwithstanding anything incon-
sistent therewith contained in any other law for the time being in force or any 
custom, usage or contract or decree or order of a court or other authority. 

(2) For the removal of doubts it is hereby declared that the provisions 
of the Kerala Land Development Act, 1964 (17 of 1964) and the rules mad 
thereunder shall apply to the extent such provisions are not inconsistent with 
the provisions of this Ordinance. 

Power to remove dfficu1ties.—(1) If any difficulty arises in giving 
effect to the provisions of this Ordinance, the Government may, by order, 
make such provisions not inconsistent with the provisions of this Orchnance - 
as appear them to be nece&sary or expedient for the purpose of removing the 
difficulty: 

Provided that no such order shall be issued under this section after the 
expiry of two years from the date of commencement of this Ordinance. 

(2) Every order issued under this section shall be laid before the 
Legislative Assembly and the provisions of sub-section (2) of section 45, shall 
apply in respect of an order made under this Ordinance. 
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50. Repeal and savirzg.—(l) The Kerala Command Areas teveIop-
ment Ordinance, 1985 (1 of 1985) is hereby repealed. 

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, anything done or any action taken 
under the said Ordinance shall be deemed to have been done or taken under 
this Ordinance.

Preamble.—WHEREM it is expedient to make provision for compreDensive 
and systematic development of the. areas in which lands benefited by irri-
gation projects are situated and for matters incidental thereto; 

AND WHEREAS the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala is not in 
session and the Governor of Kerala is satisfied that circumstances exist which 
render it necessary for him to take immediate action; 

AND WHEREAS instructions from the President have been obtained in 
pursuance of the proviso to clause (I) of article 213 of the Constitution of 
india; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (1) of. 
article 213 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Kerala is pleased to 
promulgate the following Ordinance:- 

CH4PTER I

I. Short title, extent and conzmencement.—( 1) This Ordinance may be

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of Kerala.

2. Definitions.—In this Ordinance, unless the context otherwise requires,--- 	-

(3) "command area", in relation to one or more irrigation prbject 
or projects means such area as may be notified by the Government, comprising, 
among other lands, lands benefited by such irrigation project or projects; 

(4) "comprehensive development", in relation to a command area, 
includes,- 

bringing the land records upto-date for land survey and map-
ping with aerial photographs; 

conservation of land and water; 

construction of field channels with related structures; 

construction of field drains with related structures; 

land shaping, including grading, levelling, bunding and the 
like; 

realignment of field boundaries and rectangularisation of plots 
under a pipe-outlet or under an adjacent pipe-outlet for efficient farm manage-
ment; 

lining of field channels with suitable material to prevent see-
page of water; 

construction and upgrading of ayacut roads with related struc-
tures; 

grouping of small holdings in a continuous area nearer the out-
let and larger ones farther away; 

other ancillary measures to avoidwastage of water and prevent 
water-logging, salinity, alkalinity and the like;

(5) "credit agency" means,- 

a banking company as defined in the Banking Regulations Act, 
1949 (Central Act 10 of 1949); 

the State Bank of India constituted under the State Bank of 
L1lndia Act, 1955 (Central Act 23 of 1955); 
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a §ubsidiarylbank as defincd in the State Bank of India (Sub-
sidiary Banks) Act, 1959 (Central Act 38 of 1959); 

a corresponding new bank constituted under the Banking 
Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970 (Central 
Act 5 of 1970) or the Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Under-
takings) Act, 1980 (Central Act 40 of 1980); 

a Regional Rural Bank established under the Regional Rural

Act, 1076 (Central Act 21 of 1976); 

the• National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development 
established under the National Bank for Agricultural and Rural Development 
Act, 1981 (Central Act 61 of 1981); 

the Agriàultural Finance Corporation Limited, a company 
incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956 (Central Act I of 1956); 

a co-operative society registered or deemed to be registered 
under the Kerala Co-operative Societies Act, 1969 (21 of 1969); and 

any other financial institution notified by the Government 
as a credit agency for the purposes of this Act; 

(6) "distribution system" includes,- 

all main canals, branch canals, distributories, sub-distributories 
and channels between head works and field channels constructed for the 
supply and distribution of water for irrigation; 

all works, structures and appliances connected with the distri• 
bution of water for irrigation; 

all field channels and farm chanels and related structures 
under a pipe-outlet; 

(7) "drainage system" includes,- 

channels either natural or artificial for the discharge of waste 
y urplus water and all works connected therewith or ancillay thereto; 

all connecting drains and main drains to drain off surplus 
water; 	 - 

all field drains and related structures under a pipe-outlet; 

(8) "farm channel" means a small channel formed within a holding 
to spread the water evenly to ensure effective water use; 

(9) "field channel" means a regulated water-course having a capa-
city to irrigate lands not ordinarily exceeding forty hectares constructed by 
the Government and maintained by the beneficiaries or by any other agency 
on their behalf to receive supply of water from a pipe out-let; 
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(10) "field drain" means a channel excavated and maintained by 
the landholder or by any other agency on his behalf to discharge waste or 
surplus water from the landholding under a pipe-outlet; 

(11) "ineligible person" means a person riot eligible for ordinary 
land development loans and belonging to any of the following categories, 
namely:- 

(1) minors without guardians; 

farmers occupying Government lands which have not beei 
assigned to them or Government lands assigned but which shall reve 
to Government in case the assignee mortgages the same; 

farmers occupying lands alienated by women prior to the 
coming into force of the Hindu Succession Act, 1956 (Central Act 30 of 1956); 

persons holding lands exceeding the ceiling area under the 
Kerala Land Reforms Act, 1963 (1 of 1964); 

landholders unable to get loan from any credit agency because

loans; (vi) farmers who are unwilling to apply for land development 

(12) "irrigation system under a pipe-outlet" includes the field 
channels, field drains and farm channels with all the related structures 
thereto; 

(13) "land-holder" means a person in actual possession of the land 
whether as an owner or as a tenant or sub-tenant or as a mortgagee in pos-
session or as a licensee or otherwise and includes a person who is likely to 
be benefited by any develQpment work under this Act and the expression 
"land-holding" shall be construed as land held by a landholder; 

(14) "member" means member of an Authority; 

(15) "pipe-outlet" means an opening or contrivance constructed 
by the State Government in an irrigation system through which water is 
delivered at theperiphery of a black of land the extent of which ordinaf 
does not exceerr forty hectares; 

(16) "Scheduled Castes" and "Scheduled Tribes" shall have the 
meanings respectively assigned lo them in the Constitution of India. 

CHAPTER Ii 

Establishment and 'Constitution of Authorities 

3. Constitution of Authoriy.—( 1) As soon as may be after the corn-
Inencement of this Ordinance, the Government may, by notification in the 
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Gazette, constitute an Authority for the development of each command 
area. 

(2) The Authority shall be a body corporate by the name "Com-
mand Area Development Authority of .......... having perpetual succes-

4. Composition of.tlte Authority.—(l) The Authority shall consist of the 

following members, namely:-

representatives of credit agencies, one from each of the Revenue 
Districts in which the command area lies, to be nominated by the Government; 

the Director of Agriculture; 

the Chief Engineer of each of the concerned irrigation projects 
or where there is no Chief Engineer for the project, Superintending Engineer 
in eharge of each of the concerned irrigation projects; 

the Registrar of Co-operative Societies; 

a representative of the Kerala Agricultural University to be 
nominated by the Government; 

the Secretary to Government, Finance Department; 

the Collectors of the Revenue Districts in which the com-
mand area lies; 

the Director of Economics and Statistics; 

the Executive Director, Centre for Water Reasources Develop-
ment and Management, Calicut; 

(Ic) the Chief Hydrogeologist; 

(I) the Secretary in charge of Command Area Development; 

(m) the Water Management Specialist. 

(2) The Secretary in charge of the Command Area Development 
shall be the Chairman and the Water Management Specialist shall be the 
Secretaty of the Authority. 

5. Disqualification for membership of Authoritji.—(l) A person shall be 
disqualified for being nominated as, and for being, a member- 

(a) if he has been convicted and sentenced to imprisonment for 
an offence which, in the opinion of the Government, involves moral turpi-
tude; or 



(6) if he is of unsound mind and is so declared by a competent 
court; or 

if he is an undischarged insolvent; or 

if he has been removed or dismissed from the service of the 
Central Government or the Government of Kerala or a Corporation owned 
or controlled by the Central Government or the Government of Kerala or 
from the membership of the Authority; or 

if he has directly or indirectly, by himself or by his partner, 
any share or interest in any work done by the order of the Authority or in 
any cont?act or employment with or under or by or on behalf of the Authority; 
or 

if he is employed as a legal practitioner on behalf of the Autho-
rity or accepts employment as legal practitioner against the Authority. 

(2) A person shall not be disqualified under clause (e) of sub-section (1) 
or be deemed to have any share or interest in any contract or employ-
ment within the meaning of the said clause, by reason only of his having a 
share or interest in any newspaper in which any advertisement relating 
to the affairs of the Authority is inserted. 

6. Terms of office and conditions of service.—(I) Notwithstanding any-
thing contained in section 7, the nominated members shall hold office during 
the pleasure of the Government and their conditions of service shall be such 
as may be prescribed by rules. 

Subject to the provisions of sub-section (1), the nominated 
members shall hold office for three years from the date of nomination, but 
they shall be eligible for re-nomination. 

Any nominated member may at any time resign his office by 
a letter of resignation addressed to the Government: 

Provided that the resignation shall not take effect until it is acceptedØ. 

7. Removal of member.—( 1) The Government may remove a nomi-
nated member, if he,- 

(a) becomes subject to any of the disqualifications spedified in 
section 5; or 

(6) refuses to act or becomes incapable of acting; or 

(c) without obtaining leave of absence from the Authority; absents 
from three consecutive meetings of the Authority; or 



(d) in the opinion of the Government, has so abused his position 
as to rcnder his continuance as member detrimental to the interest of the 
Authority. 

(2) No order of removal of a nominated member under sub-section (1) 
shall be made unless such member has been given an opportunity of making 
representation against his removal. 

, 	8. Casual vacancies—(l) Any casual vacancy caused by resignation 
of a member or by any other reason may be filled, by the Government by 
nomination and th&person so nominated shall hold office for the remaining 
period for which the member in whose place he is nominated would have 
held office. 

(2) No act or proceeding of the Authority shall be invalidated merely 
by reason of any vacancy in, or any defect in the constitution of, the Authority 
or any irregularity in the procedure of the Authority not affecting the merits 
of the case. 

9. Meetings of Authority.—(l) The Authority shall meet at least once 
in three months ordinarily at the office of the Authority or at such other place 
as the Chairman may decide and shall, subject to the provisions of sub-sections 
(2),(3) and (4), observe such procedure in regard to the transaction of business 
at its meetings as may be prescribed by regulations. 

The Chairman or in his absence any member chosen by the mem-
bers present from among themselves shall preside at a meeting of the Authority. 

If any member, being the representative of the Kerala Agricultural 
University, or an officer of the Government (other than the Chairman of the 
Authority), is unable to attend any meeting of the Authority, he may under 
intimation to the Chairman authorise his immediate subordinate officer in 
writing to attend the meeting.

(4) All questions at a meeting of the Authority shall be decided by a 
majority of the votes of the members present and votixjg and, in the case of an 
equality of votes, the Chairman or, in his absence, the member presiding shall 
have a second or casting vote. 

The quorum for a meeting of the Authority shall be five. 

The Authority may associate with itself, in such manner and for 
such purposes as may be prescribed by regulations, any person whose assis-
tance or advice it may desire in the performance of any of its functions under 
the Ordinance, and the persons so associated shall have the right to take 
part in the meetings of the Authority relating to that purpose but shall 
entitled to vote.

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CHAPTER III 

Functions of Authority. 

10. Functions of Authority.—The authority shall have the following 
functions, namely:- 

formulation and implementation of schemes for the comprehensive 
development of the command area; 	 - 

prevention of land erosion and water-logging; 

improvement of soil fertility and regulation of cropping pattern; 

ensuying the efficient maintenance of field channels and field 
drains by the farmers within the command area; 

localisation and delocalisation of lands forvarious crops; 

ensuring supplies of all inputs and services; 

promotion and setting up of rural growth centres for integrated 
development of the command area; 

development of marketing, processing and storage facilities and 
adequate communication system; 

arranging for credit facilities to the farmers and artisans; 

organising agricultural co-operatives and associations; 

construction of field channels and connected drains; 

(1) ensuring the formation of farm channels and drains and also 
necessary land development works within individual holdings; 

(in.) borrowing and lending money necessary for the due discharge of 
its functions; 

(a) conjunctive use of surface and ground water; 

setting up agricultural demonstration farms and promoting exten-
sion activities;

an officer of the Finance Department, not below the rank of 
Deputy Secretary, as the Chief Atcounts Officer; 

• 	(g) an officer of the Department of Economics and Statistics, not 
below the rank of Deputy Director, as the Evaluation Officer; and 

(h) the Water Management Specialist of the Authority concerned.

12. Preparation of scheme.—( 1) Every Authority shall prepare a 
scheme for the comprehensive development of the command area or any 
phase thereof in such manner as may be prescribed by rules. 

(2) Any scheme prepared under sub-section (1) shall; set out the 
following matters, namely:- 

- 	(a) area proposed to be covered under the scheme; 

the work or works to be executed; 

the phasing of the scheme, both area-wise and work-wise; 

the sketch plan of the area proposed to be covered under the 

scheme; 

the reallocation or the realignme't, if any, of a pipe outlet or the 
existing irrigation system; 

the survey numbers covered; 

field boundaries as existing and as proposed; 

the compensation to be given to or recovered from the land-
holders; 

the cost involved in the scheme as well as in each phase thereof; 

the charges or dues to be levied on the beneficiaries; and 

such other matters and partisulars as may be prescribed by rules. 

(3) The authority may also, from time to time, make and take up any 
new or additional schemes in the command area. 

(4) The scheme shall provide for the payment of compensation to any 
affected land-holder for the reduction in the extent of his holding consequent 
on the implementation of the scheme and for recovery of cothpensation fro 
any other land-holder who is benefited in getting more extent of land unde 
the scheme. 

(5) The amoui4 of compensation payatp under sub-section (4) shall 	- 
be determined in accordance witlithe provisions of the law relating to land 
acquisitien for the time being in force: 

Provided that nothing in this sub-section shall preclude the determination 
of the amount of compensation by agreement with the benefited or affected 
land-holder and thereupon the amouilt so determined shall be the amount 
to be recovered from or to be paid to such benefited or affected land holder, 
as the case may be. 



IL Publication of scherne.—(l) When a scheme has been prepared under 
section 12, the Authority shall, publish the same in the Gazette along with 
a notice inviting objections and suggestions, if any, to the scheme from all 
persOns likely to be affected thereby before the date specified in the notice. 

(2) the notice and the scheme shall also be published in the Village 
Offices, Panchayat Offices, Municipal Offices, Taluk Offices, the Offices of 
the District Collectors of the Districts in which the lands proposed to be included 
in the scheme are situated and the Office of the Authority.

16. Execution of scheme.—(l) Upon the sanction of the scheme, the 
Authority may execute the scheme through such agency as it deems fit: 

Provided that in the case of the works mentioned in sub-clause (a) of 
clause (3) of section 15 and specified in the scheme, the Authority may require 
the land-holder to intimate it within one month of the publication of the scheme 
under section 14 whether lie desires to carry out the work according to the 
approved scheme by himself and, if so, his agreement to complete the work 
within the time fixed by the Authority, and any land-holder who carries out 
such works shall also be liable to pay proportionate cost of survey, super-
vision and any other amount as may be determined by the Authority. 

(2) When the land-holder does not desire to carry out or fails to carry 
out the works referred to in the proviso to sub-section (1), the Authority shall 
carry out or get carried out such works and- 

such works so carried out shall be deemed to have been done 
with the consent of the land-holder for whose benefit they are intended; 

subject to such rules as may be made in this behalf the pro-
portionate cost of work including survey and supervision and any other amount 
as may be certified by the Authority shall be a charge on the land on which 
the works have been carried out, and the provisions of sub-section (3) of 
section 20 shall mutatis mutandis, apply for recovery thereof. 

(3) In order to provide for physical planning, the Development 0th-
cers referred to in section 11 shall have the power to effect realignment of 
field boundaries and in the process, to alter the area of the land held by the 
land-holders in the command area or any other adjoining area.

CHAPTER Vi 

Localisation of Command Areas and Regulation

Power to spec(fy principles of localisation.—( I) The Government 
may, having regard to the resources of land and water, nature of soil, 
climate and other technical considerations, by order, speciIr for each 
command area, the principles of localisation for the purpose of irrigation. 

(2) The Government may, having regard to the advancement in 
technology of land and water management and other agrononiic practices, 
by order, alter, from time to time, the principles of localisation so specified 
for any command area. 

Classification of lands for raising different crops according ,to availability 
of water.—(l) Subject to 'such directions as may 06c issued from •time to time 
by the Government, the Authority or any officer authorised by the Authority 
may, in any year, having regard to the quantity of water available in any 
irrigation system within its jurisdiction, liy order, tlassify, within such time 
and in such manner as may be prescribed by rules, lands included in thg 
irrigation system under a pipe-outlet for the purpose of raising such kind 

.bropsunder such pipe-outlet as may be specified in the order to regulate 
supply of wáfhr for irrigation.. 

Whenever the Authority is satisfied that for the better culfivation 
of land and the optimum utilisation of water resources of'an irrigation system 
under a pipe-outlet or for accelerated land developnien I or for any other 
reasons it is expedient in public interest so to do, the Authority may, by 
notification in the Gazette, specify the cropping pattern, the period of sowing, 
the duration of crop and the kinds of crops that shall not be grown on any 
land under such irrigation system under a pipe-outlet. 

On publication of a notification under sub-section (2) no pemi 
shall grow or allow to grow any prohibited crop on any land under 
the irrigation system undS a pipe-outlet and no person shall sow or play 
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Or allow the sowing or planting of any other crop at any time other than 
during the period, or allow such crop to remain beyond the duration, speci-
6ed in respect thereof in such notification. 

19. Stoppage of water supply.—The supply of water to any land which 
is entitled to such supply under section 17 or section 18 shaLl not be stopped 
except- 

when and so long as it is necessary to stop such supply fo 
the purpose of executing any work ordered by the Authority; 	- 

whenever and so long as any field channel by which such sup-
ply is received, is not maintained in such repair as to prevent the wasteful 
escape of water thereof; 

IN 
whenever and so long as it is necessary to do so in order to 

supply in rotation the legitimate demands of land-holders entitled to water; 

whenever and so long as it may be necessary to do so in order 
to prevent the wastage or the misuse of water; 

within the periods fixed from time to time by the Authority, 
of which dqe notice shall be given; and 

whenever there is diminution in the supply of water in the 
irrigaton wQrk due to any natural or seasonal causes and so longas it is 
necessary to do so. 

CHAPTER VH 

Crejlit Facilities 

20. Credit facilities for ineligible persons for development of lands.—( 1) For 
taking up land development and other works mentioned in sub-clause L) 

of clause (3) of section 15 in the lands in the possession of ineligible pe '-
the Authority may raise loans on their behalf from a credit agency on such 
terms and conditions as may be mutually agreed upon between the Authority 
and the credit agency concerned for the purpose ofsneeting the cost of car-
rying out such development as may be provided for in the scheme: 

Provided that the loans so raised shall be deemed to have been raised 
with the consent of the ineligible persons concerned. 

Explanation.—Subject to such rules 'as may be made in this behalf, the 
-cost of land development for the purpose of this section includes such cost 
of survey, supqrvision. and any other amount as may be determined by the 

1Mthothty. 
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Notwithstanding anything contaiited in any law for the time 
being in force, the Joan referred to in sub-section (1) shall be a first charge 
on the lands in the possession of the ineligible persons concerned. 

The amount to be recoverth from each ineligible person shall 
be the entire cost of work carried out in his land and the same shall be re-
covered with interest at such rate and in such number of artnual  instalments 
as may be fixed by the Authority and if not recovered in the usual course 
shall be recovered as arrears of public revenue due on land. 

• 	(4) The Authority shall be liable to repay the loan borrowed under 
sub-section (1) from the credit agency in accordance with the terms and 
conditions of. repayment as agreed upon at the time of borrowing. 

21. Alterations of extent or boundaries of mortgaged land under the approved 
schemes for land development—Where on the implementation of the scheme 
for comprehensive land development, the extent or the boundAries of any 
mortgaged land gets altered such altered land shall alone form the substi-
tuted security for the loan.

Finance, Accounts and Audit 

22. Funds of Authority.—( 1) The Authority shall have and maintain 
separate revolving fund to which shall be credited- 

all moneys ieceived by the Authority from the Government 
by way of rants, loans, advances or otherwise; 

grant-in-aid and loans made available by the Central Govern-
ment for developmental activities in the command area under the Central 
Sector Schemes; 

any other fuds provided for taking up any of the various 
velopment activities for specified programmes; 

loans raised by the Authority from credit agencies; and 

all other funds received by the Authority from any other source. 

(2) The fund shall be utilised for the purpose of this Ordinance in 
such manner as may be prescribed by rules. 

23. Budget of Authority.—The Authority shall prepare in such form 
nd at such,time every year as may be prescribed by rules a budget for 

the next financial year-showing estimated receipts and expenditure of the 
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Authority in respect of the administration of this 'Ordinance, and shall 
forward to the Government or such other authority as may be prescribed by 
rules, such number of copies thereof as may be so prescribed. 

Accounts and audit.—( 1) The Authority shall maintain true and 
proper accounts and other relevant records and prepare an annual statement 
of accounts inclüØing the balance sheet in such form as may be prescribed 
by rules. 

(2) The accounts of the Authority shall be subject to audit annually 
by the Accountant General, Kerala and the accounts as certifieds by the 
Accountant General together With the audit report thereof shall be forwarded 
annually to the Government. 

Annual report.— The Authority shall prepare for every year a 
report of its activities under this Ordinance during that year and submit 
the report to the Government in such form and on or before such date as 
may be prescribed by rules, and the Government shall cause the same to be 
laid before the Legislative Assembly. 

CHAPTER IX 

Offences and Penalties 

Penalties.—(l) Whoever, voluntarily or without proper authority,- 

damages, alters, enlarges, or obstructs any irrigation system 
under a pipe-outlet; 

interferes with, increases, or diminishes the water supply in, or 
the flow of water from, through, over or under any irrigation system under a 
pipe-outlet; 

being responsible for maintenance of the irrigation system under 
a pipe-outlet, neglects to take proper precautions for the prevention of wastage 
of the water thereof or interferes with the authorised distribution of watr 
therefrom or uses water in an unauthorised manner or in such manner 
cause damge to the adjacent lancl-holdling; 

corrupts or fouls the water of any irrigation system under a 
pipe-outlet so as to render it less fit for the purpose for which it is ordinarily 
used; 

destroys, defaces or removes any level marks or wtergauge or 
any other work or sign fixed by the Authority or a public servan 

opens, shuts or obstruc&or attempts to open, shut or obstruct, 
any sluices, outlet or any other similar corftrivance in any irrigation system 
under a pipe-outlet Or drainage system; 	 -

(g) uses water unlawfully or unauthorisedly or agrees or allows to 
grow any crop in contravention of any notification under this Ordinance, 

.shal1, oil conviction, be punished with imprisonment for a term which may 
extend to two years or with fine which shall not be less than one thousand 
rupees but which may extend to five thousand rupees, or with both: 

Provided that in the case of a continuing offence, a fine not exceeding one 
hundred rupees per day shall also be imposed during the period of the continu-
ance of the offence.

Payment offine as reward to informant.—(l) Whenever any person is 
sentenced to fine under this Ordinance, the court which imposes such fine, or 
which confirms in appeal or revision a sentence of such fine, or a sentence of 
which such fine firms a part, may direct that the whole or part of such fine may 
be paid by way of reward to any person who gave information leading to the 
detection of such offence or to the conviction of the offender. 

(2) If any such fine is ordered to be paid as reward by a court whose 
decision is subject to appeal the amount ordered to be so paid shall not be paid 
until the period prescribed for presentation of the appeal has elapsed, or if an 
appeal is preferred, until after the disposal of the appeal. 

Composition of offences.—( 1) Any officer authorised by the Authority 
may accept from any person who has committed, or in respect of whom a 
reasonable belief can be inferred that he has committed an offence pmishable 
under this Ordinance, a sum of money not exceeding two hundred rupees by 
way of cemposition of such offence.

By this time the various service organisations expressed concern over the 
proposed move of Government to bifurcate the Public Works Department into 
liTigation and Public Works Department, on the ground that bifurcation would 
affect their promotion chances. Chief Minister convened a meeting of the various 
service organisations on 16-8-1988 to discus various matters relating to the 
bifurcation including the concern expressed by the employees. The meetingwas • attended by Minister (works) mci MinisLer (Irrigation) besides commissioner and 
Secretary (Public Works) and the Chief Engineer of the Department. An impor-
ant demand raised by the representatives of various organizations during the 

meeting was that the employees should be given a chance to make fresh option. 
After detailed dtscussion, itwas decided that all the employees of the Public Works 
Department should be given a chanre for fresh option within a period of two months. 
It was also decided to have a further discussion with the representatives of the 
service organizations before final orders were issued. 

According to the decision arrived at in the above discussion, the emp-
loyees were given a change for fresh option within a period of two months from 
1-10-1988, The employees of the Departments have accordingly made their 
options. An analysis done by the Chief Engineers' Committee of the options 
received, showing category-wise figures of options for the Public Works Depart-
ment and the Irrigation Department, with the sanctioned strength of each 
category in the two departments, has revealed that the number of persons who 
opted for Public Works Department is in excess of the sanctioned strength in the 
Public Works Department in some categories.

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7. Government have considered the various views and suggestions made

The existing Public Works Department will be bifurcated into 
two depa±lments viz. Irrigation Department and Public Works (Roads and Buildings) 
Department with effect from 1-4-1990. They will deal with the subjects now 
dealt with by the Irrigation wing and Public Works Department wing respectively 
unless otherwise ordered.

Separate stores will, be 
organized for both the Departrrients and additional posts, if any required for this, 
will also be found by re-deployment. The existing stores set up under Chief 
Engineer (General), and the National Highway stores will work in Public Works 
Department. 

All the vigilance and disciplinary cases pending at present with the 
Chief Engineer (General) will hereafter be dealt with by the Chief Engineer

After the bifurcation the officers in the Public Works Department and 
the Irrigation Department will continue to enjoy the administrative, financial 
and technical powers conferred on the respective category of officers in the undi-
vided Publtc Works Department on the basis of the codes manuals and G.Os in 
this regard. The provision of Public Works Department code and PublIc Works 
Department Manual and other G.O.s issued hitherto relating to the undivided 
Public Works departmentwill be applicable to both departments In other respects also. 

For the purpose of calculating the number of posts to be reserved for 
filling up by Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe the combined strength as on the 
date of bifurcation will be the basis. New posts created in the two departments 
after the bifurcation will be reckoned separately for estimating the post to be 
reserved for Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe and such posts shall be filled up 
by the respective departments by new recruitment.

Acommittee consisting oftwoChlef-Engineers each from-Publicworks-----
Department and Irrigation Department will be formed by Government to examine 
the issues that may arise out of the bifurcation and advise Government for suitable 
action. The chief Engineers In charge of adrnini-stratiOnin both departments 

will be in the committee. 
Suitable amendments to Rules of Business of the Government and other 

Rules will be issued separately as may be necessitated to give effect to these

(12) All contracts, agreements and deed by or in favour of the 
Authority shall be exectfted by the Administrator or any other officer autho-
rised by him. 

(13) Suits by or against the Authority shall be instituted by or against 
the Administrator. 

(14) The Administrator shall prepare the agenda for the nicetings 
of the Authority and give notice of all the meetings of the Au.thority under 
the directions of the Chairman. 

(15) The Administrator shall- 

operate the accounts of the Authority and shall be responsible 
for the proper maintenance of all the accounts and records of the Authority; 

be responsible for all the moneys received on behalf of the 
Authority and for their proper custody and investment in accordance with 
the rules in force; 

take prompt measures to remove any irregularityjpointed 
out by the Auditor. 

(16) The Administrator shall have such administrative andlflnancial 
powers as are enjoyed by the Chief Engineers of the Irrigation Dcpartment. 

(17) (a) Subject to the provisions of the Act and these rules, the 
Administrator may, by order in writing, assign the powers and duties men-
tioned in sub-section (2) of section 11 to the officers under the Authority.

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(b) The assignment may if necessary be supplemented by any 
instructions, required for the disposal of routine works:

Not less than thirty days shall be allowed for receipt of objections 
and suggestions.

Every regulation passed by the Authority shall be sent to Govern-
ment for approval. 

The Government may remit for reconsideration and resubinission 
any regulation or part thereof to the Authority or add to, omit or alter any 
regulation which contravenes the provisions of the Act or any rule made 
thereunder.

No meeting of the Canal Committee shall be held unless a notice 
of the day, time and place of the meeting and of the business to he transaetcd 
thereat has been given by the convenor of the Canal Committee to its 
members atleast five clear. days before the day of the meeting. 	- 

The meeting shall he presided over by the convenor and in his 
absence, by any other mcaber elected by the members present.

The committee may adopt its own procedure for regulation of 
proceedings of the meeting. - 

All questions at a meeting of the Canal Committee shall be 
decided by a majority of the votes of the members present and voting and

The Canal Committee shall be guided by such directions and 
inflructions as may be given to it by the Authority. 

The decisions taken by the Canal Committee shall he intimated 
to the Administrator and to the Convenor of the Project Committee. 

Every non-official member of the Canal Committee shall be 
etit1ed to the payment of a sitting fee at the rate of rupees fifty for each 
dty of such meeting. 

Subject to the control of the Authority, the Canal Committee 
shall be responsible to perform the functions laid down in sub-section (2) 
Of section 18 of the Act. 

The Canal Committee shall be convened at least one month 
before the probable date of commencemeht of Aatcr distribution in a year 
and thereafter at such intervals as the Canal Committee may decide. How-
ever the convenor of the Canal Committee shall, upon a written request 
of not less than ;five members, call a special meeting: 

Provided that no business other than that is contained in the request 
by the members shall be transacted at a special meeting called by the 
Covenor of the Canal Committee upon such written request. 

The Convenor may incur an expenditure upto a maximum of 
rupees one hundred towards hospitality charges for each meeting of the 
Canal Committee. 

12. Project Gomtnittee.—(l) (a) The Government 	may constitute 
a project committee for each major, medium or minor irrigation project, in 
accordance with section 19 of the Act; 

(b) One of the members nominated wider item (v) of sub-section( I) 
of section 19 shall be the District Collector in whose area of jurisdiction the 
project area concerned situates; -

The Authority shall have powers with the prior approval of the 
Government to create such posts as it deems netessary, in the establishment of 
Authority for the efficient discharge of its functions: 

Provided> that the total expenditure on salary and allowances in a year 
of the officers and employees of the Authority may not exceed twenty per cent 
of the amount of annual grants made to the Authority by the State and 
Central Government.

Explanation.—The total expenditure on sa 1 ary and allowance for the 
purpose of this sub-rule shall not include,-- 

the exuenditure of field staff specifically created for preparation 
and execution of comprehensive development shemes; 

the expenditure on staff specially created for the execution of a 
scheme wholly financed by the Central Government or any agency other than 
the State Government; and 

the expenditure on staff in any of the sector of the Authority 
in charge of maintenance.

15. Temporary appozntments.—(l) If owing to an emergency it becomes 
necessary in the interest of the Authority to fill immediately a vacancy in a 
post created in the Authority and there would be undue delay in making 
such appointment in accordance with these rulçs, the Administrator may 
temporarily appoint a person, otherwise than in accordance with these' rules, 
until a person is appointed in accordance with these rules: 

Provided that a person appointed under this rule shall not be allowed 
to continue to such post for a period exceeding one hundred and seventynine 
days.

Registration Act, 1955 for the time being in force.

down by the Government from time t time. 

(2) The amount of grant that may be paid in each year to the Autho-
rity shall be determined by Governmeni after taking into account the receipt 
and ependit'sre of the Authority for the previok.Ii year and anticipated receipts 
and payments included in the budget estimates of the Authority for the year 
to shich the grant relates as also the provisions included in the State Budget 
for the purpose. 

(3) Annual grants may be paid by the Govcrnment in three equal 
instalments in the months of April, August and December.

The Authority shall maintain a record of all assets acquired 
wholly or substantially out of the grants given by the Government. Such 
assets shall neither be disposed of nor encumbered without the prior 
sanction of Government, nor shall they be utilised for purposes other than 
those for which assistance was given by Government. 

The Adniinistrator shall ensure the maintenance of proper 
accounts relating to grants received by the Authority and issue of utilisation 
certificates therefor. 

21. UtÜisation of the Fund of the Authority.—( 1) The Fund of the 
Authority shall consist of all moneys received by it under clauses (a) to (e) 
of sub-section (1) ofsection 28 of the Act. 

The Authority's Fund shtll be deposited into the public Accounts 
of the Government or in a Commercial Bank. 

The purposes to which the Authority's Fund may be utilised 
shall include all obiects connected with the responsibilities of the Authority 
under the Act and the rules and regulations made thereunder and everything 
incidental to the administration thereof. 

No sum shall be expended by or on behalf of Authority unless 
rich sun is included in the Budget Estimates sanctioned and in force at the 
time of incurring the expenditure or otherwise than by re-appropriation.

All orders for making any deposit shall he in writing and all 
such orders and cheques shall be signed by the Administrator or such other, 
office- or officers of the Authority as may be authorised by the Administrator 
in this behalf,

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(7) Before the Administrat:or or any officer of the Authority authorised 
in this behalf signs a cheque, he shall satisfr himself that the sum for which 
such cheque is drawn is required for a purpose or work specifically sanctioned 
by the Authority,  or any other competent authority where such sanction is 
necessary under the Act or the rules issued thereunder. The Administrator 
or the authorised officer shall also satisfy himself before signing the che4ues 
that a proper bill has been prepared and passed for payment by the concerned 
officer of the Authority.

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22. Preparation and sanction of budget.--( I) The Administrator shall in 
each year before the first week of,November prepare in Form VII a budget 
for the next financial year showing estimated receipts and expenditure of the 
Authority'in respect of the administration of the Act and place before the 
Authority for its concw-re.npe. 

The Authority shall sanctionthe budget with such yncdification 
as it thinks fit and send four copies of the budget to the Government before 
the first week of December. 

The Government may direct an Authority to modifl its estimates 
to be in keeping with the provisonl of the Act and to ensure that there is no 
deficit in the tiansáctions for the year. - 

The Authority shall finally pass the budget estinntes before the 
beginning of the financial year to which it relates and send ten copies of the 
approvd budget- to the Secretary to Government in-charge of the Authority

If in the coin-se of the year, the Authority finds it necessary to 
alter figures shown in the budget with regard to the receipts or the distri-
bution of the accounts to he expended on the different schemes undertaken by 
it, a supplementary or revised budget may be prepared and be sanctioned 
in the manner provided in sub-rules (1) and (2) and copies thereof submitted 
forthwith to the Government. 

23. Accounts ef Authority.— (I) The Accounts of the Authority shall be 
maintained'for each financial year. - 

(2) Compilatton of accounts and all matters including preparation 
of accounts and bucl*ct of the Authority shall he attended to by the Accounts 
Wing of the Authority. 

• 	(3) Save, as otherwise expressly provided in these rules, in all other 
matters relating to drawal of funds, form of bills, incurring of expemiiture, 
maintenance of accounts, rendering of accounts etc., the provisions of the 
Kerala Treasury Code, the Kerala Financial Code, the Kerala Public works 
Accos.mts Code, Stores Pin-chase Manual, other Departmental Manuals, 
Standing orders or instructions as applicable to departments of Government 
shall mutatis mutandis apply. 

In administering the Fund of the Authority for carrying out the 
purposes of the Act, the officers of the Authority shall exercise the 
administrative and financial powers as may he assigned to them by the 
Administrator. 

AU moneys received by the Authority or by any officer or 
employee of the Authority in their official capacity shall, without exception, 
be acknowledged on the date of receipt in form TR 5 and paid into the 
Treasury without delay. N0 portion of the collection, shall he kept back or 
used for current expenditure. 
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(6) If the dues of the Authority are received by cheque, an acknow-
ledgement for the receipt of the cheque only, may be given in the first instance 
in Form VHL However, if a person making payment by cheque, so desires 
a formal payment receipt shall be sent to his address after the cheque has 
been cleared and the proceeds credited to the Authority's Fund. 

I (7) In order to keep a record of all the cheques and their realisation, 
a cheq ue rcgistcr in Form IX shall be rnantained in each office of the 
Authority and the position reviewed every month. By the fifteenth of the 
following month, a statement showing cheques outstanding at commencement 

0  of the month, cheques received during the month, cheques realised during the 
month and cheques outstanding with reason therfor shall be sent to the Chief 
Accounts Officer. 

The Officers who realise fees and other dues of the Authority 
and remit the amount collected to the Treasury/Bank for credit to the 
Authority's Fund shall maintain a remittance register in Form X showing 
particulars of amount remitted in cash and cheques separately. 

It shall be the responsibility of the Head of each office of the 
Authority concerned to ensure that the various fees and other amount due 
to the Authority are promptly demanded, realised and credited to the Autho-
rity's Fund. He shall maintain a collection register in Form XI to account 
all amounts realised and credited to the Authority's Fund. Besides, he 
shall also maintain a Demand collection and Balance Register in Forin XII. 

The officers of the Authority who are responsible for realisation 
of fees and other dues of the Authority shall submit a statement of receipts 
realised and credited to the Authority's Fund in each month to the Chief 
Accounts Officer by the tenth of the following month after due verification 
of credits shown in the statement.

The Administrator sha1i furnish a list of officers authorised to 

draw moneys from the Authority's Fund at the Treasury /Bank by presenting 
cheques. 

All Officers of the Authority shall attend promptly to the obje-
ctions and orders communicated by the auditor in the form ofhettersfenquiries/ 
audit memoranda/periodical objection or statement etc. The utlimate 
responsibility to ensure that all audit objections relating to accounts of the 
Authority are satisfactorily and expeditiously settled falls on the Administrator. 
The Officers may seek the assistahce of the Chief Accounts Officer in the 
settlement of audit objections. 
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The Chief Accounts Officer shall ohain periodical return 
from all officers of the Authority about the outstanding audit objections with 
reasons for pendency and bring it to the notice of the Administraçor. 

Whenever an embezzlement or misappropriation ofthe funds 
or other valuables of the Authority or loss of money or. stores, by theft, negli-
gence or fraud is discovered in any office of the Authority, the matter shall 
be reported to the Administrator and the Chief Accounts Officer. An enquiry 
shall be made at once by the Administrator or any officer authorised by him 
in this behalf. If a preliminary investigation discloses or leads to the suspicion 
of a criminal offence like forgery of theft, the matter shall be reported to the 
police authorities also. When the matter has been fully enquired into, the 
Administrator shall place a report before the Authority indicating the total 
sum of money misapproprated or embezzled or value of store, articles or 
thinks lost, the circumstances under whicir the same was rendered possible 
or the loss occurred, the person responsible for the same and the steps taken 
to punish the guilty to prevent recurrence of similar incident in future. A 
report shall also be sent to the Auditor. 

The Executive Engineers of the Authority working in the Divi-
sion l offices of the Authority and the Development Officer (Soil Conser-
vatitn) shall be responsible for the execution and maintenance of the concerned 
works undertaken by the Authority. In the matters relating to maintenance 
of accounts at Divisional level, procedure relating to preparation of estimates, 
inviting tenders, execution of works, procurement of stores and its utilisation 
purchase of tools.and plants, luring of tools and plants and such other matters 
relating to works, the provisions of the Kerala Public Works Account Code, 
Stores Manual and other instructions as applicable to the Public Works 
Department of the Government shall mut'atis mutandis apply 

The schedule of rates as applicable to Public Works Depart- • 
ment of Government in th q  District shall be adopted by the Executive Engineer 
and Development Officer (Soil Conservation) of the Authority while preparing 
the plans and estimates of work. The other general principles laid down 
in the Public Works Account Code regarding data, tate and extra item rate 
list shall be followed. Regarding technical sanction to works Executive 
Engineers concerned may accord technical sanction upto the limit delegated 
to 'them. However, where sanction of Superintending Engineer or Chicf 
Engineer is required for any works beyond their powers as per the provisions 
of relevant Code, such works shall be got approved from the Development 
Officer (Engineering). 

The Authority shall maintain a Register of movable properties 
as prescribed in the Kerala Financial Code. In this register, the movable 
propertics shall be accounted item-wise alloting separate page for each item. 
The properties transferred from the Government shall also be accounted. 
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All lands transferred by the GoVernment and purchased or 
acquired by the Authority shall be entered separately in Register of lands 
in Form XIII. 

Grants received by the Authority from Government shall be 
accounted separately in a Register of Grants in Form XIV by the Chief 
Accounts Officer. Expenditure incurred from out of the grants shall be 
noted against each grant in the said register. The Officers of the Authority 
shall incur the expenditure as per the terms and conditions of the grant. The 
officers of the Authority utilising the grants shall furnish utilisation certificates 

• to the appropriate authorities in respect of specific purposes grants through 
the Chief Accounts Officer. They shall also submit a quarterly statement 
showing opening balance of grants, grants received the grants 
utilised, and the closirg balance at the end of each quarter to the Chief 
Accounts Officer and an obstract of the above for the year to the Chief 
Accounts Officer. - 

An attendance register shall be maintained at each office of 
the Authority with full details as to the name ofofficial, designation, attend-
ance, absence from duty, leave, late arrival etc. The salary- bills on Acquit-
tance roll shall be prepared on the basis of attendance register office wise. 
The details as to period of work done, scale.of pay and allowances, deduction 
towards advance, Provident Fund contribution and other items and the net 

' amount payable shall be drawn inthe salary bill or acquittauce roll. The 
salary bills prepared shall be checked and passed for payment before the 
amount is drawn from the Fund. Recoveries which are payable to Govern-
ment or other agencies should be effected in cash and remitted to the con-
ceri-ied. As far as practicable salary to officers may be disbursed by cheques. 
At the time of payment the signature with date of each employee shall be 
obtained after affixing the requisite revenue stamps in the column provided 
in the Salary. bill or aequittance roll. 

All the drawing and disbursing officers of the Authority shall 
send the monthly accounts of their respective 'office to the Chief Accounts 

. 9fficer for compilation and consolidation not later than 10th of the succeeding 
-t month. On receipt of the monthly accounts, the Accounts Wing of the 

Authority shall compile and consolidate the Accounts before 25th of the 
month. 

The Authority shall prepare an Annual Statement of Accounts 
along with income and expenditure statement and a balance sheet in Form 
XV and foiward to the auditor before 30th June every year. 

The Accountant General (Kerala) or his nominee shall be the 
- auditor of the Authority. He shall audit the accounts of the Authority 

annually and the accounts as certified by him together with the audit report 
thereof shall be forwarded annually to the Government before such date as 
the Government may determine.

24. Internal Audit.—(l) There shall be an inernal Audit Cell 
in the head office of the Authority under the direct control of the Chief 
Accounts Officer. The Chief Accounts Officer shall chalk out a systematic 
programme for internal audit of all the offices of the Authority. The internal 
audit report shall be reviewed by the Chief Accounts Officer and issued to  
the concerned officer for compliance thereof. Any observation warranting 
appraisal of the facts of the Administrator shall be brought to his notice by 	• the Chief Accounts Officer, through an audit note. Any issue which requires 
the decision of the Authority shall be placed before the Authority for decision. 
The decision of the Authority shall be final on all such matters. 

The Divisional offices and Head office of the Authority shall 
produce all initial accounts and records to the internal audit party without 
any reservation. They shall also furnish any explanation or information 
required by the internal audit party besides taking action to remedy the 
defects orirregularities pointed out during the internal audit. 

The drawing and disbursing officers of the Authority shall also 
furnish compliance reports in respect of observations not settled at the time 
of internal audit. 	 - 

The internal audit staff shall check all financial transactions with 
reference to the rules and standing instructions in force. 

The internal audit staff shall also check the initial accounts of 
each divisional office of the Authority with respect to the accounts maintained 
in the Head Office of the Authority to ensure their accuracy and completness • 
of the accounts. 

25. Annual report of the Authorzty.—The Authority shall prepare for 
every year a report of its activities under. the Act during that year and submi 
its report in detail to' the Government in Form XVI before 30th June oft 	•. 
succeeding year and the Government shall cause the same to be laid, as soon 
as may be, before the Legislative Assembly. 

26. Charges leviable by the Authority.—(l) The Authority may under 
section 42 of the Act levy and collect charges for the maintenance and repairs 
of irrigation channels or drain channels from the beneficiaries where min-
tenance of such channels is done by the Authority. 

(2) The total cost incurred by the Authority in executing such work 
and an additional amount not exceeding twenti per cent of the actual cost 
shall he divided by the total area benefited by such work and the charges 
per hectare shall be determihed.

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35. Formatwn of units and numbertng of untts.—(l) For the purpose of compre-
hensive land development work and maintenance and upkeep of irrigation 
system under a pipe outlet, the Authority may by order divith the lands 
comprised in a Command Area into such units and assign a number to each 
unit. 

(2) All lands comprised in a Command area under a pipe outlet

Preamble.—WHEREAS it is expedient to make provision for comprehen-
sive and systematic development of the areas in which lands benefited by 
irrigation projects are situated and for matters incidental thereto; 

AND WHEREAS the Kerala Command Areas Development 
Ordinance, 1985 (1 of 1985) was promulgated by the Governor  of Kerala 
on the 11th day of January, 1985 for the above purposes; 

AND WI-IEREAS a Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of 
the Legislature could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative 
Assembly of the Sta;te of •Kerala during its session which commenced 
on the 6th clay of March, 1985 and ended on the 11th day of April, 1985; 

AND WHEREAS in order to keep alive the provisions of the saidr 
Ordinance, the Kerala Command Areas Development Ordinance, 1985 
(31 of 1985), was promulgated by the Governor of Keraia on the 17th 
day of April, 1985; 

AND WHEREAS a Bill to replace Ordinance 3i of 1985 by an Act 
of the Legislature could not be introduced in, and passed by, the 
Legislative Assembly of the State  of Keraia during its session which 
commenced on the 1st day of July, 1985 and ended on the 31st day of 
July, 1985; 

AND WHEREAS in order to keep alive the provisions of 	- 
Ordinance 31 of 1985, the Kerala Command Areas. Development 
Ordinance, 1985 (65 of 1985), was promulgated by - the Governor 
of Kerala on the 12th day of August, 1985; 
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AND WHEREAS a Bl1 to replace Ordinance 65 of 1985 by an 
Act of the Legislature could not be introduced in, and passed by, 
the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session 
which commenced on the 3rd day of September, 1985 and ended on 
the 26th day of September, 1985; 

AND WHEREAS under sub-clause (a) of clause (2) of article 
213 of the Constitution of India, Ordinance 65 of 1985 will cease to 
operate on the 15th day of October, 1985; 

AND WHEREAS difficulties will arise if the  piovis:ions of that

AND WHEREAS the Legislative Assembly of the Slate of Kerala 
is not in session and the Governot of Kerala i1s satisfied that circum-
stances exist which render it necessary for him to take immediate action;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause

CITAPTEIt I 

Prdiminary 

1. Short title, extent and cornmencernent.—( I) This Ordinance may be 
called the Kerala Command Areas Development Ordinance, 1985. 

It extends to the whole of the State of Kerala. 
It shall be deemed to have come into force on the 11th day of 

January, 1985. 
2. Dfinitions.—In this Ordiaance, unless the context otherwise requires,- 

"Authority" means a Command Area Development Authority 
constituted under section 8; 

"agricultural labourer" means a person who does not hold any 
land whether as owner or tenant or mortgagee with possession and whose 
principal means of livelihood is manual labour on land; 

"command area", in relation to one or more irrigation projece 
or projects means such area as may be notified by the Government, comprising, 
among other lands, lands benefited by such irrigation project or projects; 



(4) "comprehensive development", in relation to a command area, 
includes,- 

bringing the land records up-to-date for land survey and map-
ping with aerial photographs; 

conservation of land and water; 
construction of field channels with related structures; 
construction of field drains with related structures; 
land shaping, including grading, levelling, bunding and the like: 
realignment of field boundaries and rectangularisation of

under a pipe-outlet or under an adjacent pipe-outlet for efficient farm mana 
ment; 

lining of field channels with suitable material to prevent see-
page of water; 

(b) construction and upgrading of ayacut roads with related struc- 
tures; 

grouping of small holdings in a continuous area nearer the out-
let and larger ones farther away; 

other ancillary measures to avoid wastage of water and prevent 
water-logging, salinity, alkalinity and the like; 

conjunctive use of surface and ground water for multiple crop-
ping and proper utilisation of available water resources; 

(I) allround development on the farm in the areas pertaining to 
agriculture, horticulture, sericulture, farm forestry, animal husbandry, Efishe-
ries, communication, agro-based industry and co-operation; 

(5) "credit agency" means,- 
a banking company as defined in the Banking Regulations Act, 

1949 (Central Act 10 of 1949); 
the State Bank of India constituted under the State Bank of - 

India Act, 1955 (Central Act 23 of 1955); 

(Hi) a subsidiary bank as defined in the State Bank of India (Sub - - 
sidiary Banks) Act, 1959 (Central Act 38 of 1959); 

a corresponding new batik constituted under the Banking 
Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970 (Central 
Act 5 of 1970) or the Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Under-
takings) Act, 1980 (Central Act 40 of 1980); 

a Regional Rural Bank established under the Regional Rural 
Banks Act, 1976 (Central Act 21 of 1976); 

the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development 
established under the National Bank for Agricultural and Rural Development 
Act, 1981 (Central Act 61 of 1981); 
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- (vii) the Agricultural Finance Corporation Limited, a company 
incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956 (Central Act 1 of 1956);

any other financial institution notified by the Government 
as a credit agency for the purposcs of this Ordinance; 

(6) "distribution system" includes,- 
(a) all main canals, branch canals, distributories, sub-distributories 

and channels between head works and field channels constricted for the 
supply and distribution of water for irrigation; 

(1$ all works, structures and appliances connected with the distri-
bution of watet for irrigation; 

(c) all field channels and farm channels and related structures 
nuder a pipe-outlet; 

(7) "drainage system" includes,- 
• (a) channels either natural or artificial for the discharge of waste 

or surplus water and all works connected therewith or ancillary thereto; 
all connecting drains and main drains to drain off surphis 

water; 
all field drains and related structures under a pipe-outlet; 

(8) "farm channel" means a small channel formed within a holding 
to spread the water evenly to ensure effective water use; 

(9) "field channel" means a regulated water-course having a capa-
city to irrigate lands not ordinarily exceeding forty hectares constructed by 
the Government and maintained by the beneficiaries or by any other agency 
on their behalf to receive supply of water from a pipe-outlet; 

(10) "field drain" means a channel excavated and maintained by 
the landholder or by any other agency on his behalf to discharge waste or 
surplus water from the landholding under a pipe-outlet; 

(11) "ineligible person" means a person not eligible for ordinary 
land development loans and belonging to any of the following categories, 
namely:- 

(1) minors without guardians; 
farmers occupying Government lands which have not been 

assigned to them or Government lands assigned but which shall revert 
to Government in case the assignee mortgages the same; 

farmers occupying lands alienated by women prior to the 
coming into force of the Hindu Succession Act, 1956 (Central Act 30 of 1956); 

persons holding lands exceeding the ceiling area under the 
Kerala Land Reforms Act, 1963 (1 of 1964); 



landholders una11e to get loan from any credit agency because 
of overdues which are to be cleared before obtaining any loan for further 
capital investment; and 

farmers who are unwilling to apply for land development 
loans; 

"irrigalion system under a pipe-outlet" includes the field 
channels, fiCid drains and farm channel. willi all the related structures 
thereto; 

"land holder" means a person in actual possession of the land 
whether as an owner or as a tenant or sub-tenant or as a mortgagee in p 
session or as a licensce or otherwise and includes a person who is likely 
he benefited by any development work under this Ordinance and the 
expression "land-holding" shall he construed as land held by a landholder; 

"member" means member of an Authority; 
"pipe-outlet" means an opening or contrivance constructed 

by the State Government in an irrigation system through which water is 
delivered at the periphery of a block of land the extent of which ordinarily 
does net exceed forty hectares; 

(IG) "Scheduled Castes" and "Scheduled Tribes" shall have the 
meanings respectively assigned to them in the Constitution of India. 

CHAPTErt ii 

Establishment and Constitution of Authorities 

Constitution of Authority.—(l) As soon as may be after the com-
mencement of this Ordinance the Government may, by notification in the 
Gazette, constitute an Authority for the development of each command 
area. 

(2) The Authority shall be a body corporate by the name "Co 
mand Area Development Authority of..........having perpetual succes 
sion and a common seal with power, subject to the provisions of this Ordinance 
to acquire, hold and dispose of property both movable and immovable and 
to contract and shall by the said name sue and he sued. 

Composition of the Authority.—( 1) The Authority shall consist of the 
following members, namely:- 

ten farmers, of whom offe shall be a member of a Scheduled 
Caste or a Scheduled Tribe to be nominated by the Government; 

representatives of credit agencies, one from each of the Revenue 
Districts in which the command area lies, to be nominated by the Government; 
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the Director of Agriculture; 

the Chief Engineer of each of the concerned irrigation projects 
or where there is no Chief Engineer for the project, Superintehding Engineer. 
in charge of each of the concerned irrigation projects; 

the Registrar of Co-operative Societies; 

a representative of the Kerala Agricultural University to be 

Ønun.ated by the Government; 

* 	 (g) the Secretary to Government, Finance Department; 

the Collectors of the Revenue Districts in which the corn-
niand area lies; 

the Director of Economics and Statistics; 

the Executive Director, Centre for Water Resources Develop-
ment and Management, Calicut; 

the Chief Hydrogeologist; 

(1) the Secretary in charge of Command Area Development; 

(m) the Water Management Specialist. 

(2) The Secretary in charge of the Command Area Development 
shall be the Chairman and the Water Management Specialist shall be the 
Secretary of the Authority. 

5. Disqualification for nwmbRrship of Authority.—(l) A person shall be 

disqualified for being nominated as, and for being, a member- 

(a) if he has been convicted and sentenced to imprisonment for 
an offence which, in the opinion of the Coveinrncnt, involves moral turpi- 
tudc;or 

-40 	(b) if he is of unsound mind and is so declared by a competent 
court; or 

(e) if he is an undischarged insolvent; or 
if he has been removed or dismissed from the service of the 

Central Government or the Government of Kerala or a corporation owned 
or controlled by the Central Government or the Government of Kerala or 
from the membership of the Authority; or 

if he has directly or indirectly, by himself or by his partner, 
any share or interest in any work done by the order of the Authority or in 
any contract or employment with or under or by or on behalf of the Authority;

if he is employed as a legal practitioner on behalf of the Autho 
rity or accepts employment as legal practitioner against the Authority. 
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(2) A person shaH not be disqualified under clause (e) of sub-section (1) 
or be deemed to have any share or interest in any contract or employ-
ment within the meaning of the said clause, by reason only of his having a 
share or interest in any newspaper in which any advertisement relating 
to the affairs of the Authority is inserted. 

G. Terms of office and conditions of service.—(I) Notwithstanding any-
thing contained in section 7, the nominated members shall hold office during 
the pleasure of the Government and their conditions of service shall be such 
as may be prescribed by rules. 

Subject to the provisions of sub-section (1), the nominated 
members shall hold office for three years from the date of nomination, but 
they shall be eligible for re-nomination. 

Any nominated member may at any time resign his office by 
a letter of resignation addressed to the Government: 

Provided that the resignation shall not take effect until it is accepted. 

7. Removal of member.—( 1) The Government may remove a nomi-
nated member, if he,- 

becomes subject to any of the disqualifications specified in 
section 5; or 

refuses to act or becomes incapable of acting; or 

without obtaining leave of absence from the Authority, absents 
from three consecutive meetings of the Authority; or 

in the opincon of the Government, has so abused his position 
as to render his continuance as member detrimental to the interest of the 
Authority. 

(2) No order of removal of a nominated member under sub-section (I)ft  
shall be made unless such member has been given an opportunity of making 
representation against his removal. 

8. Casual vacancies.—( 1) Any casual vacancy caused by resignation 
of a member or by any othcr reason may he filled by the Government by 
tomination and the person so nominated shall hold office for the remaining 
period for which the member in whose place lie is nominated would have 
held office. 

(2) No act or proceeding of the Authority shall be invalidated merely 
by reason of any vacancy in, or any defect in the constitution of, the Authority 
cr any irregularity in the procedure of the Authority not affecting the merits 
of the case.

9. Meetings of Autlzority.—( 1) The Authority shall meet at least once 
in three months ordinarily at the office of the Authority or at such other place 
as the Chairman may decide and shall, subject to the provisions of sub-sections 
(2),(3) and ,(4), observe such procedure in regard to the transaction of business 
at its meetings as may be prescribed by regulations. 

The Chairman or in his absence any member chosen by the mem 
ers present from among themselves shall preside at a meeting of the Authority. 

If any member, being the representative of the Kerala Agricultural 
niversity, or an officer of the Government (other than the Chairman of the JAuthority), is unable to attend any meeting of the Authority, he may under 

intimation to the Chairman authorise his immediate subordinatc officer in 
writing to attend the meeting. 

All questions at a meeting of the Authorit)' shall be decided by a 
majority of the votes of the members present and voting and, in the case of an 
equality of votes, the Chairman or, in his absence, the member presiding shall 
have a second or casting vote. 

The quorum for a meeting of the Authority shall be five. 

- (6) The Authority may associate with itself, in such manner and for 
such purposes as may be prescribed by regulations, any person whose assis-
tance or advice it may desire in the performance of any of its functions under 
this Ordinance, and the persons so associated shall have the right to take 
part in the meetings of the Authority relating to that purpose but shall not be 
entitled to vote.

10. Functions of Ant hor4y.—T he authority shall have the following

sion activities;

CHAPTER IV 	

It Administrator and Othe4Officers 

11. Administrator and other officers.— (1) The.G overnment shall, by 
notification in the Gazette, appoint the following officers to assist the Authority 
in the discharge of its functions under this Ordinance, namely:-

Finance, Accounts and Audit
